HOW TO FIND A RESPONSIBLE BREEDER
The Dachshund Club of Americo (www.dco.org) maintains o breederteferral service, and
con also put you in touch with your local club. Referrals are o great way fo find o puppy.
If you see a dachshund you like, find out where it come from. Ask about health problems
and temperament, and how well the breeder was to work with. If this breeder does not
have o puppy, she may be able to refer you to someone with similar fines. Dog shows
and performance friols can also be o good place to meet breeders, and they certuinly ore
o temific place fo see o lot of dogs. However, showing requires concentration and lots of
hord work, so don’t expect breeders fo stop their preparations and talk with you for too
long. While there, watch the dogs, and enjoy the show. Loter you can contact some of
the breeders listed in the program. To find a show or trial neor you, contact your local
dachshund club or the DCA. —Sheilah Webster Boneham, Ph.D.
Remember: Don't buy from the Intemet or pet stores. Be particulorly aware that Missouri
and Pennsylvania hove the greatest number of puppy mills in the country.
